Bike Week and Biketober Fest in Daytona, and has missed going only two
times

He loved his Lord and his
family. He was a kind and loving son, husband, father, grandfather, great
grandfather,

brother, and uncle.

He

touched many lives and encouraged everyone to be the best they

could possibly be. He leaves behind a void that will not be filled and

he will be remembered with love and admiration.
